Inspection Procedure: 

1. Connect GDS to the Data Link Connector (DLC).  

2. If there are any FPCM DTC related codes, replace 
the FPCM. 

 

3. Using a Voltmeter, check the Fuel Pressure 
Sensor (FPS) output voltage. 
 

Specified Voltage: 5V 
 

 

4. Using a Voltmeter, check the FPS output voltage 
at idle. 
 

Specified Voltage: 1.4 – 3.2V 

 

5. Test the fuel pressure at the fuel delivery line from 
the fuel tank.

Service Procedure: 

1. Turn the ignition switch OFF and disconnect the 
vehicle’s negative battery terminal. 
 

 
 
 
 

 

 

2. Remove the trunk rear transverse trim.  

3. Fold the LH luggage side trim to access the 
FPCM. 

 

4. To remove FPCM assembly from vehicle: 
 

• Disconnect FPCM connector (A) 

• Remove the mounting nuts (B) 

• Remove FPCM (C) 

 

5. Reinstall all removed parts in reverse order of 

disassembly and reconnect the negative battery 
terminal.
