During assembly, an additional mounting bolt was installed on the ABS pressure modulator instead of a
plastic rivet. This changes the vibration behavior of the ABS modulator. When the motorcycle is frequently
used at very high engine speeds, vibration damage to the components could occur.

CORRECTION

The additional bolt must be removed and a plastic fastener (rivet) must be installed in its place.

PROCEDURE

For vehicles that are affected, please replace the bolt by following repair instruction “00 60 369 — Screw
connection ABS pressure modulator”, attached.

- The lights and signalling equipment are fully operational
and the vehicle is roadworthy.

- The brake pads of the front and rear brakes are bedded
against the brake discs.

* Press the starter button.

» Starter does not operate.

* Press the starter button without releasing the clutch lever.
