SITUATION

Excessive condensation has collected in one or both headlights.

Note: Familiarize yourself with S| B63 05 16 first. Condensation may be a normal characteristic of the
headlight during certain environmental conditions.

Do not make repairs to vehicles which do not have excessive condensation per SI B63 05 16.

CAUSE

The headlight vents may allow excessive moisture to enter the headlight.

CORRECTION
Replace both headlight vents using the updated parts.

PROCEDURE

1. Remove the wheel arch trim from both sides of the vehicle following ISTA repair instructions 51 71 038
“Removing and installing front left or right wheel arch cover (front section)”.

2. Using a suitable tool, remove the outer
covers from each headlight.

3. Install the updated vents on both sides.

Note: The updated vent is notched to align
with a rib on the headlight. Ensure the vent is
aligned and fully seated onto the headlight.

Each headlight vent is side specific and
marked by L (left) and R (right).
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4. Allow the headlight to dry naturally over time.
