NOTE: To identify vehicles with cylinder deactivation, examine the 8th digit of the VIN.

» L: 2.5L without cylinder deactivation
* M: 2.5L with cylinder deactivation

DESCRIPTION

A New Automatic Transmission Fluid (ATF-A7) is being used for the 2023 Mazda3 and CX-30 with cylinder
deactivation. ATF-A7 is an ATF specially designed for use only in this ATX, and the 2023 Mazda3 and CX-30 with
cylinder deactivation are the first models to be launched with it. It is an extremely low viscosity formulation with low
friction to achieve best-in-class fuel economy and driving performance. For 2023 Mazda3 and CX-30 without cylinder
deactivation, the ATX still uses ATF-FZ.

» ATF-A7 is colored Red and ATF-FZ is colored Blue, for easy identification.
* There is NO interchangeability between ATF-A7 and ATF-FZ.

CAUTION: When you need to change or refill the Automatic Transmission Fluid (ATF) for this ATX, always make
sure to use “ATF-A7”. If any ATF other than “ATF-A7” is used in the ATX, Mazda cannot guarantee the
performance or reliability of the above ATX. Any malfunction caused by usage of ATF other than “ATF-A7” WILL
NOT be covered by warranty. Also, DO NOT use ATF-A7 for any other ATX, otherwise it could cause serious
issues with the ATX.

For the ATX that requires ATF-A7, “A7” is marked on the dipstick as shown.
