Improper Installation
See Figure 2. If the Light Bar Bracket ears do not sit flat on
the Mounting Bracket, do not try to over-tighten the fastener
to force the Light Bar to sit flush with the Mounting Bracket.

• This can cause damage to the fastener.

• Replace light bar with new stock.

• For proper installation, see the service manual.
