1. [Steps to determine front passenger airbag type]:

o If the vehicle is equipped with a full suppression front passenger airbag (part number 1077823-00-F or
earlier), perform SB-23-20-001, “Update Front Passenger Airbag to Maintain Compatibility While
Servicing Front Passenger Seat”, and then continue this procedure.

o If the vehicle is equipped with a safety vent front passenger airbag (part number 1077823-00-G or later),
perform this procedure only.

2. On the vehicle touchscreen, touch Controls (vehicle icon) > Software, and then scroll down to display the vehicle
firmware version.

o If the vehicle is operating with a firmware version 2023.2.11 or later, continue this procedure.

o If the vehicle is operating with a firmware version earlier than 2023.2.11, update to version 2023.2.11 or
later (refer to Service Manual procedure 00020003; Model 3, Model Y), and then continue this procedure.

3. Remove the passenger seat cushion foam (refer to Service Manual procedure 13070102; Model 3, Model Y).

4. Remove the push clips (x2) that attach the front passenger seat OCS sandwich sensor to the seat frame
(Figure 1).

5. Remove and discard the front passenger seat OCS sandwich sensor from the seat frame (Figures 2 and 3).

6. Replace the passenger seat harness with revised part number 1489060-03-C or later (refer to Service Manual
procedure 17101802; Model 3, Model Y).

7. Install the front passenger seat cushion foam (refer to Service Manual procedure 13070102; Model 3, Model Y).
While installing the foam:

e Install a new RH front seat resistive occupancy sensor (part number 1099592-00-F or later).
¢ Install a new RH front seat resistive occupancy sensor box clip (part number 1130363-00-B or later).

8. Locally connect to the vehicle using Toolbox 3.0.
