2. Did the brake pedal adjust?

3. Replace the brake and accelerator pedal assembly. Refer to the detailed service procedures available in
DealerCONNECT/Service Library under: Service Info>05 - Brakes / Hydraulic/Mechanical / Pedal(s),
Brake and/or Accelerator / Removal and Installation.

4. Using a Scan Tool (WiTECH), perform a “Learn ETC” routine. This routine can be found in PCM Misc

Functions.

5. Perform a “ABS Initialization” routine. This routine can be found in BSCM Misc Functions then ABS
Initialization.
