Cause The cause of this concern could be a poor ground at one of the main ground
cable/strap connections.

Correction:

Inspect the following main ground strap/cable connections, shown below, to make sure they are clean and tight.
Also, inspect for any corrosion at the connection or a corroded braided strap/cable. Lightly pull on the ground
straps to make sure they do not break in two and the eyelet connections do not move or break. Replace and/or
repair any issues found.
