Some customers may comment on the headlamps flashing and/or the windshield wiper
pausing while wiping.

Technicians may find DTC P0606 in the Lighting Control Module set current or in recent
history.

Condition

The causes of the condition may be that a low battery state of charge can cause voltage
diagnostics to fail in the Lighting Control Module.

Cause If the battery goes below the threshold in the Lighting Control Module during a cranking
event or battery discharged that needs a jump start, the Lighting Control Module may go
into a reset every 8-10 seconds, causing the headlamps to flash.

DO NOT replace the Lighting Control Module for this condition.

Test the battery using the instruction in Service Information Battery Inspection/Test.
Replace the battery if it fails.

Note: Disconnecting the battery will reset the Lighting Control Module and erase the
P0606 and correct the flashing headlamps.
