1. Locate the front license plate bracket and rivets
from the dealer pack that came with the vehicle.
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2. Align the front license plate bracket on the front
fascia surface where the license plate will be
installed. The license plate bracket should be
centered on the front fascia.
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3. The front license plate bracket should sit flush to
the contours of the front fascia.

4. Mark each of the 4 mounting locations.

5. Remove the license plate bracket and set aside
temporarily.

6. Using a 3/16 (5.0mm) drill bit, drill holes through
the front fascia in each of the 4 marked mounting

locations.
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7. Reposition the front license plate bracket in place
over the 4 mounting holes and install the 4 rivets
included, firmly securing the front license plate
bracket in place to the front fascia.
