Note: In the dealer PDI trunk kit from the factory, you
will find the silver front license plate adapter and a set
of 4 retainers and screws.

Procedure Without Front License Plate
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Note: When not equipped with a front license plate,
the silver license plate bracket is to be secured to the
front bumper assembly.

1. Remove the black bolt/screws (1) from the lower
portion of the fascia.

2. Align the bottom of the license plate bracket to the
black T- shaped retainers (2).

3. Push the bracket into place while aligning and
securing the 4 tabs across the top into the fascia.
Push gently to fully seat the bracket assembly.
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4. Secure the black bolt/screws (1) into the lower
portion of the fascia.

Tighten

Tighten the bolt/screws to 2,5 Nm (22 Ibin).

Note: If the retainers are already installed, give any
extra retainers to the customer.

2. In the dealer PDI trunk kit, there are 4 white
retainer and 4 license plate screws. Insert the
5990750 white retainers into the front bumper.

Refer to Steps #1-4 from the above
completed when the front license plate is ready to be procedure.

installed.

1. Drill four 4.5 mm (3/16”) holes into the license
plate bracket. There are 4 small dimples on the
back of the bracket that must be drilled out.
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Caution: To avoid damaging the license plate, do NOT
over torque the screws.

4. Install the customers license plate over the top
side of the silver painted bracket and secure with
the 4 license plate screws.

Warranty Information

The labor time for installing the front license plate
adapter is included in the PDI time.
