If you encounter one of the above vehicles that has reduced power with DTC p0237, P0101,

P1101, or P0299.

Inspect the Charge Air Inlet Pipe at the Turbocharger to see if the anti-abrasion sleeve shows

signs of being shredded or split.

If this type of damage has been identified remove the Charge Air Inlet Hose assembly and
inspect the Charge Air hose beneath the abrasion sleeve for signs of being split.

This type of damage would allow the hose to swell under pressure damaging the abrasion
sleeve and altering the readings within the boost control system or create a potential air

leak.
