In 

certain conditions, the engine coolant temperature may rise, prompting the ECM to limit engine 

performance to prevent overheating and potential component damage.  

 

Note: The vehicle remains maneuverable under these conditions. 

 

We remind you that all the Rapid Updates must be performed within the first workshop visit, 

regardless of the Mandatory setting set in Modis, as required by Maserati policies.  

 

Also, for vehicles in Stock Dealer / PDI, it is necessary to carry out all action operations before 

delivery to the end customer, as required by the White Book and explicitly reported in the Pre-

delivery checklist.
