This bulletin instructs technicians to properly route the voltage
regulator wire harness when performing service work on or
around the regulator. Attention needs to be given that proper
harness routing is achieved during reassembly.

Incorrect routing of the voltage regulator harness, could cause
damage to the harness due to unintended chaffing against the
engine case.

Repair Procedure
NOTE

There is enough excess slack to incorrectly route the voltage
regulator harness.

1. See Figure 1 and Figure 2. Make sure to properly route
the voltage regulator harness (1).

2. See Figure 3. Make sure to route the voltage regulator
harness (2) in the engine case pocket (1). Avoid contacting
or routing the voltage regulator harness, against the corner
of the engine case as depicted by the arrows.
