This may be caused by high brake pad temperatures during aggressive driving or track
Cause event tarnishing the caliper paint.
Other than heat, heavy cleaning chemicals used to clean wheels / brakes can cause this
issue and also brake fluid when a brake bleed is carried out and residue is left behind.

If the customer wishes to have the black stain removed, a very mild polishing compound can be used to remove the
stain.

This could damage the
paint on the caliper.

Rather, this should be
customer pay.
