Correction:

Before attempting to install the new cargo floor mat, the technician should remove
the

mat from its packaging and lay on a flat surface 24 hours before use.

Place the cargo mat in the rear storage compartment, aligning the rear edge of
the mat

against the liftgate sill plate and the right and left-hand sides with the quarter panel trim

(see photos below).





Note: The cargo mat will cover the edge of the left-hand
side storage bin, this is a normal

condition and no modification to the mat should be made.

When aligning the cargo mat to the back of the rear seat backs, being with locating
the

upper outer hole (see photo below).

Use of a scratch awl can help locate the holes. 



To confirm that you have located the correct hole in the seat back frame, you can
look thru

the latch opening (see photo below).

Once the outside hole is located, mark
both upper holes with white chalk.

Next, cut out the square locating marks
on the template and place the template in the

locations shown below.

Item 4 for left-hand/40% seat back
and item 5 for right-hand/60% seat back. 

Mark the perimeter of the square locating
hole onto the seat back carpet.



Verify that the first locating marks
line up within the square of the second locating mark.

See call outs below for outboard (1) and inboard (2) holes.

Then mark the 2 lower remaining holes.

Next, cut out the square from the second
mark, as seen below with item 3.

If the upper 2 holes in the seat back
carpet match the hole in the seat back frame, cut out

the lower 2 holes.

Install the push pins.

Repeat this process for the remaining
seat back.
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
