REVISION SUMMARY
WARRANTY CLAIM INFORMATION section was added.

SYMPTOM

The door weatherstripping is loose or not set at the top of the door frame.

POSSIBLE CAUSE

The customer may grab the top of the door sash (to assist while entering and exiting the vehicle) and dislodge the seal.

CORRECTIVE ACTION

If the weatherstripping is pulled out of the sash and is undamaged, replace the weatherstripping on all doors with the
improved parts.

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INSPECTION PROCEDURE

If the weatherstripping is pulled out of the sash and is undamaged, continue to the REPAIR PROCEDURE section in this
bulletin to replace the weatherstripping on all doors.

NOTE: If the weatherstripping is damaged, this procedure does not apply.

WEATHERSTRIPPING
Pulled or stretched out.

REPAIR PROCEDURE

1. Pull the edges of the weatherstripping from the channel in the top of the door frame, then work around the door
releasing the clips that hold the weatherstripping to the door.

NOTE: Be sure to remove any broken clips from the door.

2. Remove the bolt from the door checker. Discard the bolt.

NOTICE: With the door-checker bolt removed, the door can overextend and cause damage to the door. Use care
around the door until the new door-checker bolt is installed.

BOLT
Discard.

3. Complete the removal of the weatherstripping, then discard it.
4. Starting at the front of the door, install the new weatherstripping in the reverse order of removal.
5. Install the new door-checker bolt then tighten to the specification, 29 N-m (21 Ib-ft).

6. Clear the weatherstripping contact areas around the door of any dirt or debris.
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7. Apply a soap and water solution to the channel on top of the door frame and the weatherstripping to aid installation.

8. Install the new weatherstripping starting at the top of the door, then work around the door until the weatherstripping is

fully installed.
NOTE:

o |f the door checker is in the way of installing the weatherstripping, remove the door checker bolt then continue the

REPAIR PROCEDURE at step 4.

¢ Pinch the weatherstripping to aid in installing its upper and lower edges into the channel of the door frame.

NOTE: Ensure both edges of the weatherstripping are firmly installed into the channel of the door frame.
