Since the size and shape of the PORSCHE projector differs from the door warning light installed in the vehicle,
the door panelsmust be removed.
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1 Removing door panels

1.1 Remove door panels on driver’s and passenger’s side. ⇒ Workshop Manual 'Removing and
installing front door panel'

1.2 Remove door guard light.

1.3 Insert PORSCHE projector “at the bottom” so that the retaining lugs at the left and right⇒ÞÞ
Figure 3 -1- are engaged securely. Clip in projector “at the top” and make sure that the retaining
lugs at the left and right⇒ÞÞ Figure 3 -2- engage. Check that the projector is installed securely.
