HLI control units processing of level sensor data.
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Remedy
Update the software for the HLI control units - starting with the left controller. After the updates, perform SCN coding
of the EZS.

Please ensure that the SW with the A item number A2239027738 (or newer) is used.

Parts replacements will not resolve complaint. Do not replace parts. If concern is not resolved by software, please
open a TIPS case and send to the Body/Chassis/Entertainment inbox.

Concern does not impact drivability of the vehicle or the function of the headlights.
