The customer complains that the “Rain light sensor faulty” message is illuminated in the instrument cluster
and that the dipped beam is switched on automatically in frontal sunlight. The dimming of the displays,
search lighting and ambient light is dimmed to maximum brightness.

One or both of the following fault memory entries is stored in the front-end electronics (J519) control unit
fault memory.

= B136604 - Weather sensor (G823), defect
= B1366FO0 - Weather sensor (G823), signal implausible

As soon as the oncoming light fades, the aforementioned complaints are no longer present.

Due to incorrect calibration of the supplier and component deviations, there may occasionally be short-term
failure of the weather sensor in direct frontal sunlight.

If there is a customer complaint, check the weather sensor and replace if necessary.
