Recommendations / Instructions
The substance shown is actually excess assembly grease from the caliper boot and piston installation. This grease
can be cleaned off and the rest of the service completed.

Note: When diagnosing a brake fluid leak or certain DTC's for hydraulic brake circuit leaks, such as C05B0, do not
confuse excessive assembly grease as a brake fluid leak.  If it is uncertain what is seen is assembly grease, then
clean off the excessive grease and apply the brake pedal 20 times and re-inspect for a leak.
